Open Source Software (0SS) plays a central role in global innovation, research, and
economic growth. According to a recent Harvard Business School paper,
the estimated value of widely-used 0SS is $4.15 billion,
but the demand-side value is much larger at $8.8 trillion.

Firms would need to spend 3.5 times more on software than
they currently do if 0SS did not exist.
